RULES FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE EXHIBITIONS
AT THE INTERNATIONAL BUSINESS CENTER
             OF THE TAIPEI WORLD TRADE CENTER

              1. Operating Institution:

  The Taiwan External Trade Development Council (hereinafter referred to as   

"TAITRA")

2. Place of Exhibitions:

  The fifth floor of the Taipei World Trade Center Exhibition Hall at No. 5, Hsin-Yi 

Road, Section 5, Taipei

3. Time for Exhibitions:

   (1) Mondays to Fridays from 8:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. No exhibitions on   

  Saturdays, Sundays or holidays.

   (2) The term of the Exhibition Participation Agreement shall be on a monthly 
  basis , up to a maximum of six months. The Agreement may be renewed 

upon an application after its expiration. The Show Room (s) and the facilities therein may not be sold, leased or subleased, loaned in full or in part, or mortgaged, or provided to any third party, or used in the name of or by any third party or used for any illegal activities.

4. Form of Exhibitions:

    The products shall be displayed or exhibited on the fifth floor. The participating 
businesses/manufacturers (the "Participants") are required to designate personnel stationed in the Show Room(s) to attend to matter thereat, and to discuss transactions directly with visiting foreign businesses/manufacturers. The Participants may not engage in any retail sales on the premises. 
5. Subject of the Participants:

(1) foreign enterprises and domestic companies inevested by overseas Chinese
(2) manufacturers and businesses in strategic alliance with the Ministry of
Economic Affairs 

6. Qualifications of the Participants:(applicant qualifies with any one of following):
　  (1) having a capital of US$150,000 or above;

(2) having a concrete investment plan;

(3) having a recommendation letter issued by its joint venture partner in Taiwan;

(4) having been recommended by Taiwan External Trade Development Council, 
an overseas office of the ROC Ministry of Economic Affairs, or the Industrial Development and Investment Center of the ROC Ministry of Economic Affairs.

7. Area of Show Rooms:

　 Each standard Show Room is 4.5 meters wide and 9 meters in depth with a 

   net area of 12.27 pings, public facilities for each Show Room are 10.7 pings 

approximately (Refer to Facility Location Map of a Standard Show Room of the International Business Center). The area for nonstandard Show Rooms depends on their respective size and structure.
8. Participation Fees:

    (1)Participation Fees:

      The Participation Fee shall be NT$ 18,000(inclusive of Value Added Tax) 

  per month for each Show Room during the first six months. Participation Fee for the entire leased period shall be paid in cash, check, T/T, money order or any other method similar to a cash payment upon the execution of this Agreement.    
(2)The Deposit:

The Deposit is NT$50,000 for each Show Room which shall be paid in  cash ,check, T/T, money order or any other method similar to a cash payment upon the execution of the Agreement. After the expiration of the Agreement and after the Show Room(s)have been vacated and returned to TAITRA in their original condition, the Deposit will be returned with no interest after deductions of all unpaid fees, expenses, delay interest, penalty and compensation.
(3)Other Fees:

Party B shall pay Party A the miscellaneous repair fee and the Fee for Power in

accordance with the actual quantity Party B consumes in its show Room(s) every two months.

(2)Procedures for applying to lease premises of the TWTC Exhibition Hall:

A. Fill in the application form and submit the completed application along  

 with anyone of the following certificates and documents:   

(1) a photocopy of the applicant's Business License (Profit-seeking
Enterprises Registration Card);
(2) a copy of the investment plan;

(3) a recommendation letter issued by the applicant's joint venture partner in Taiwan;
 (4) a recommendation letter issued by the Taiwan External Trade Development Council, an overseas office of the ROC Ministry of Economic Affairs, or the Industrial Development and Investment Center of the ROC Ministry of Economic Affairs, or the Industrial Development and Investment Center of the ROC Ministry of Economic Affairs. 
B. Execution of the Agreement and Payment of the Participation Fee: 

An applicant is allowed to participate in the exhibition only when its qualifications are recognized by the TAITRA.                     

The TAITRA reserves the right to refuse the participation of any applicant in any exhibition. Even if an applicant has executed the Exhibition Participation Agreement and paid the Participation Fee etc., the effectiveness of the Exhibition Participation Agreement is still subject to the recognition of the recognition of the applicant's qualifications and the execution of the Exhibition Participation Agreement by the TAITRA. 

C. "Move In" Procedures:
A Participant shall approach the Permanent Exhibition Section of the Exhibition Department of TAITRA for the procedures of moving into the Show Room(s) pursuant to the executed Agreement.
10. Service Items:
(1)Publicity: 
(i)To publicize and promote the services provided by the " Taipei World Trade Center" by disseminating folded introductory brochures to visitors to domestic and foreign exhibitions where various exhibitions and business promotion activities sponsored by Taipei World Trade Center are being held.

(ii)To design and produce exquisite folded introductory brochures in both Chinese and English languages for local commercial and industrial entities to solicit foreign industries to make relevant investments in Taiwan and to utilize the services offered by International Business Center.

(iii)To publish advertisements jointly with Taipei Word Trade Center on major international communication media regarding the various international trade exhibitions as well as regular trade exhibitions sponsored by Taipei World Trade Center.
(2) All-around Services

(i)To assist and to make appropriate arrangements for visits and discussions with officials of the Industrial Development and Investment Center of the Ministry of Economic Affairs.

(ii)To provide overseas Chinese and foreign businesspeople with interpretation, secretarial and general services.

(iii)To provide necessary services in assisting overseas Chinese and foreign businesspeople to make transportation reservations (including air tickets, train tickets, bus tickets, and car rental arrangements), and in assisting them to contact hospitals, government agencies, foreign agencies in Taiwan, and financial institutions.

(iv)To provide services in collecting essential information in connection with market and trade activities, and financial and legal affairs.

(v)To provide free access to the library of the Taiwan External Trade Development Council (TAITRA) and to receive various services provided by various operation units under TAITRA.
(3) Business coordination center is available for use by representatives of overseas Chinese and foreign industrial and/or commercial entities stationed in or coming to Taiwan for socializing, to take brief rests, to hold small meetings, and to negotiate or discuss business matters with their potential joint venture partners.
(4) Mobile water fountains and portable electric heaters are available free of charge. 

(5) A central air-conditioning system is installed in said business coordination center.
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
